	Physical education/Competitive Sports Credit Provisions:

	Students in the Fremont Union High School District are given the opportunity to earn 10 of the 20 Physical Education units needed for graduation by participation in our inter-scholastic athletic program.  Students may earn these credits during their 10th, 11th, or 12th grades, with credits being awarded at a rate of 5 units per sport.  Students may earn no more than 10 credits per year and these credits are part of the maximum of 70 credits that can be earned in one year (a student cannot be enrolled in 7 classes and receive credit for sports participation. Only students with 6 or fewer classes can receive credit for sports participation). Additional elective credits may be earned for athletic participation once the 20 units of PE have been achieved.  

No student may earn all 20 units of PE credit through participation in our inter-scholastic athletic program.  The District requires all 9th grade students to enroll in PE 9.   Students who fail PE 9 or who enter the District after their 9th grade year must earn 10 of their PE credits by completing a regular Physical Education class during the school year or in an approved summer school program.  
Students will be granted the 5 credits for team sports when they have completed the season as an eligible member of the team.  Students who are cut from a team will not be given credit nor will students who do not complete the season. A season is considered ‘complete’ at the discretion of the coach or athletic director. A student who suffers an injury and is unable to complete the season can receive a pass grade, assigned at the discretion of the coach or athletic director.   Students who are cut from a team during the first 20 days of the semester may have an opportunity to enroll in a regular PE class on a space available basis.  Students who only participate in one sport may earn their credits either by participating in a sport a second year or enrolling in a regular PE class for one semester. 
Students and parents should understand that membership on an FUHSD competitive athletic team will require a minimum of 400 minutes of conditioning, practice, and game participation every 2 weeks.  Coaches will expect regular attendance and participation by all team members in order to complete the PE requirement.  Coaches will verify athlete participation to the school’s athletic directors for certification and posting by the registrar.  

Students earning PE credits through athletic participation receive a Pass/Fail grade.  All athletes intending to receive PE and/or elective credit for sports participation must complete and turn in the Physical Ed/Competitive Sports Participation Agreement at the start of the season for grades and credits to be awarded.
